The National Panhellenic Conference Foundation is pleased to offer the Elizabeth Ahlemeyer Quick/Gamma Phi Beta Scholarship.  Established to honor Betty Quick’s long and devoted service to both the National Panhellenic Conference and Gamma Phi Beta, this $2,000 scholarship shall be awarded each year to a collegiate member of an NPC member group who is in good standing.  This member must be nominated by her college Panhellenic and shall have displayed outstanding service to her local college Panhellenic, hold a minimum 3.0 grade point average and be enrolled as a full-time junior or senior for the 2011-2012 academic year. 

Attached is an application form which is also posted on the NPC web site at www.npcwomen.org. Click foundation and scholarships.  The president of the nominee’s college Panhellenic must sign and date the application form.  Please indicate the regional conference that your college Panhellenic attends so the announcement of the recipient can be made at the appropriate conference. The winner need not be present at the regional conference to win. All nominees must be a full-time junior or senior for the 2011-2012 entire academic year.  
It is very important that all questions are answered as completely as possible. 
Please remind the nominees to submit their most current official transcript or official certification of grades (this means whatever is most currently available on your campus to meet the deadline). 
Letters of recommendation from a university official OR national officer from their NPC organization AND the college Panhellenic president must also be included.  For the purposes of this application a university official is defined as a staff member who can speak with familiarity about the nominee’s work within the fraternity/sorority community on campus. Examples would be a fraternity/sorority advisor, personnel from the student life office or a similar campus office, or a faculty advisor to the Panhellenic council. 
On all applications, details concerning activities and financial need are very important. These two areas are heavily weighted components. Finally, the question asking for the NPC affiliation refers to the name of the NPC member group. Please remind the women not to use their individual chapter name because the committee will not know to which NPC organization she belongs. 
Applications and supporting documents must be in the NPC Foundation office by the due date to be considered. All applications and supporting documents must be submitted electronically by emailing to npcfdnscholarships@gmail.com  Please save all documents with the applicants name in the title before you send them. Transcripts and other supporting documents should be scanned and emailed (as a pdf) along with the application.
